TTCAN Hopes Program - ITTF North America Hopes Program and ITTF World Hopes Program:

Based on Table Tennis Canada's Long Term Athlete Development Model, the Hopes week is part of a worldwide Hopes movement that
aims to provide skills development activities for very young players and their coaches. The Hopes week also replaces the previous CA 13,
CA 11 Championships events at the Canadian Junior Championships.

The TOP 4 finisher in the CA 11 - East and West (8 boys and 8 girls) will have a guaranteed space at the Canada Hopes Challenge 2016. The
CA 11 players must be eligible for CA12, therefore born in 2004 as of January 1, 2016.
The Winner in the CA 13 — East and West (2 boys and 2 girls) will have a guaranteed space at the Canada Series Finals 2016.
